Registering to vote in North Carolina

Registering to vote in North Carolina



In order to vote, you must be at least 18 years old.

If you are between the ages of 16 and 18, you can 

register. You will not be able to vote but you’ll be 

ready to go when you turn 18.

Make sure you check 

the correct box here

Section 1: is used to make sure you are qualified to vote



Additionally, you must enter your NC Driver’s license 

number or the last 4 numbers of your Social Security 

Number. 

Enter your full name here. Be 

sure to include your middle 

name.

Sections 2 and 3: Your name and identifying information

Your date of birth is required

If you do not have a North Carolina Driver’s License, 

you must use you Social Security Number.

Living off Campus

If you live off campus: put down the 

address where you live while enrolled at 

UNC Asheville.



On Campus students: use the address 

of your dorm, (add a link directing to the 

UNC Asheville Votes website) – do not 

use your P.O. Box address in this 

section!

Code and County

Section 5 Your Mailing Address

Living off Campus: if your mailing and 

residential addresses are different, you 

can check the “yes” box

Living on Campus: you’ll need to provide a mailing 

address separate from your dorm address. This can 

be your UNC Asheville PO Box or home address.

To get a campus PO Box stop by the Student Mail Center on the ground floor 

of the Highsmith Union and fill out the form.



Adding demographic information helps ensure that our 

elections are not biased by tracking groups that might 

be facing barriers to turnout.

If you choose to affiliate with a party, representatives 

from that party will be able to contact you about issues 

relevant to the election.

You can also write in a party that is not listed above.

If you do not want to affiliate with a party, you will still be 

able to vote in primaries since NC’s primaries are semi-

open.

Boxes 6 and 7 are optional but recommended



Box 8 is completely optional

Providing information about where you were last 

registered can help the Board of Elections, but is 

not necessary



Box 9 is optional but encouraged

Providing contact information will allow the Board of 

Elections to contact you if there is a problem 

processing your form.



Box 10 is REQUIRED

Please make sure to sign and date your form. If you 

don’t, your form won’t be processed!
